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Fiddle with v.  adjust or change or move something, especially controls of any kind, without sufficient knowledge of the consequences.

Don’t fiddle with the settings on my computer.

What’s the matter?  
What’s wrong?

What’s the matter with the copier?  I can’t get it to print.

What’s the matter?  You look pale.

It doesn’t matter.   It makes no difference.

Would you rather do this today or tomorrow?   It doesn’t matter to me.

Beat around the bush.  To deliberately avoid discussing the central point by talking about peripheral matters.  

Don't beat around the bush!  Answer my question!

Go to bat for. Sports metaphors are common in American English.  This means to actively support someone.  

John really went to bat for me.  He helped me in many ways.

A piece of cake.  Said of something that is very easy.

How was your exam?  Was it hard?  No.  It was a piece of cake.

A catch.  A complication or disadvantage, often hidden.

Did you see that they are giving away free gasoline?  Yes, but there's a catch.  You have to buy a set of tires to get the free gasoline. 

This deal sounds too good to be true.  What's the catch?

Do away with.  Eliminate

The new manager tried to do away with as much duplicate paper work as possible.

Red tape.  Administrative formalities, especially excessive forms and procedures.

I ran into so much red tape in trying to get a building permit that I abandoned the project.

In a bind.  To be caught in a difficult position.

I'm in a bind.  I have to work tonight, but my term paper is due tomorrow.  Can you work for me tonight?

Blow it.  Fail in some way, often by failing to take advantage of an opportunity or by making a small, but strategically important error.

I though I had a really good chance to get that job, but I blew it when I was late for the interview.

Break even.   Neither win nor lose.  Usually used in reference to money.

I made some money with a real estate deal, but I lost some in the stock market, so I broke even.
