Almost half of marriages in the United States end in divorce.

Resolved.   Marriages which are arranged between families should be much more common, and (romantic( choice of a spouse should be discouraged.

The Episcopal Church, which is the Church of England in America, has just consecrated as a bishop a homosexual who is living with another man as a domestic partner.   Because of this, many members of the church want to split this denomination in two, with one part supporting homosexual priests and another part opposing homosexual priests.  

Resolved. The church did the morally correct thing in consecrating the homosexual bishop, despite the popular opposition.

In the engineering school at the University of California at Santa Clara, the student body consists of over 3000 Asian students and only 170 African-American students.

Resolved.  A certain number of points should be subtracted from the grade point averages and test scores of the Asian students and added to the grade point averages of the African American students so that the relative representation of the two groups will be better balanced.

Every year, there are a  large number of serious crimes in the United States, and criminals frequently commit serious crimes after serving prison terms.

Resolved.  The death penalty for premeditated murder and other very serious crimes should be retained.

*****

The Vanderbilt University School of Law has traditionally given places on the Law Review to students based on grades and on writing ability.  To be on the Law Review is quite an honor.

Although African American students make up about 15% of the student body, there are no African American students on the Law Review.  In order to correct this imbalance, the faculty decided to eliminate grades as a criterion for selection.  In the future, selection will be based only on evaluation of writing skills.

Resolved.  The law faculty did the morally right thing in eliminating grades from the selection process for the Law Review.

In recent years, there has been an increase in crime, drug use, and other immoral activities in the United States.

Resolved.  Religion should play a more active role in government, and religious law should form the basis for civil law in the United States.

The USA now has a very significant population that speaks Spanish.

Resolved.   We should establish a school system, parallel to the English speaking school system, but in which all instruction would be in Spanish.  Any student could enroll in either system, and could transfer from one to the other at any time.

Some African American students say that they do not feel welcome at university student centers. 
Resolved.    There should be separate student centers which are reserved for African American students only.

*****

The Iraqi people would rather have a dictator than the USA running their country, and they are not interested in democracy.  Many people, both American and Iraqi, are still getting killed every day.

Resolved.   We should free Saddam Hussein, pack up and go home, and let the Sunnis, Shi(ites, and Kurds settle their own disputes in their own way.
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
