ADVANCE \d4stand up (1. no object): rise to a standing position.

ADVANCE \d4stand up (2. separable): make a date but not keep it.

ADVANCE \d4"Angela was supposed to go to the dance with Fred, but she stood him up and went with Chuck instead."

ADVANCE \d4show up (1. no object): arrive; appear.

ADVANCE \d4"The boss was very upset when you didn't show up for the meeting. What happened?"

ADVANCE \d4show up (2. separable): do a noticeably better job (often unexpectedly) than someone else.

ADVANCE \d4"These letters seem to be an abbreviation. Do you know what they stand for?"
